We know technology helps children learn computer operation skills, enhances academic
knowledge & skills, augments communication skills and develops play & recreation skills. But
computer use can also support development of skills such as a systematic and planful approach
to work, following and complying with directions, visual and auditory attention, self-regulation
and control of body, attention and thinking, cognitive flexibility, creativity and increased
self-confidence as a learner.

All of our students have individualized computer learning goals, which support their overall
program goals. These computer learning goals have been matched with specific educational
software programs. This information is readily available for staff who are working with the
students in the computer lab. As a result, time spent in the computer lab is productive
learning time, enhancing both computer and learning skills.

Students also have opportunities to use computers for leisure enjoyment. These are times
when students can choose their favourite software programs or access the internet with
support and supervision. Even during these leisure times, students continue to build important
skills such as keyboarding, computer operation skills, independence, social communication
skills and self confidence.
